For the 2010/2011 school year, the Center Unified Teachers’ Union
approved two furlough days. The two days will be teacher work days
meaning student contact days will remain at 180 days. Because of this
agreement, class sizes in grades kindergarten through third grade will
remain at 22:1, the lowest ratio in the area. This also means that many of
the teacher lay off notices have been rescinded. We are now waiting
anxiously to find out if all our current teachers are able to remain part of
our Dudley staff. The final change as a result of the furlough days will be
to our calendar. The first day of school will be Tuesday, 8/3 and the last
day will be Friday, 5/27. Besides the typical holiday vacations, school will
also be out of session the week of 10/4 and the week of 2/21. You can
find an updated calendar on our district website,
www.centerusd.k12.ca.us.

Disaster Drill

On Friday, April 30, all schools in the Center Joint Unified School District
will participate in an emergency disaster drill. Throughout the year, Dudley
staff members have received training regarding triage procedures and the
Incident Command System which is used by all emergency agencies.
Throughout the year, we have held practice drills to implement our safety
procedures. On April 30, teachers will receive envelopes with a scenario
that may include an injury or an obstacle. Classroom teachers will triage
the injuries and the search and rescue team will get injured students and
clear obstacles. The final step will be reporting our status to our district
office. Because of the drill, please make sure your child arrives to school
on time, and do not plan on dropping off or picking up anything during the
morning hours as the office will be closed.
